With its glorious natural scenery, warm climate, welcoming culture and low cost of living, Italy is quickly

Domus Nova is 4 minutes outside the town and within easy reach of an excellent hospital, family run
restaurants, train station and good road links to all of Umbria and Italy. It is in full countryside but within
easy reach of everywhere. Country and mountain walks are breathtaking! For biking enthusiasts, there’s a
host of roads to follow to discover castles, churches and villages.

Domus Nova has 4.20kwp photo voltaic panels which keep the costs down and there is even some
payback for electricity sold back to the grid. New boiler installed this year with 7 year guarantee. It is an
ideal property for renting and house swaps which the present owner has been doing for nearly 20 years.
The owner can live in the main part whilst still renting or having house swaps throughout the year. The
house is divided into 3 apartments all with independent entrances or it can be fully opened for a large
family. Fully operational heating system, underfloor in the owners part.

The house is laid out mostly on 2 floors and a small portion on the 2nd floor. Easy entrance for the front
2 entrances as it’s all on one level with no steps. There is another independent entrance at the back of the
house which leads to the part of the house used for rentals and house swaps. On the ground floor there is
a large entrance hall, a big kitchen with fire insert that can heat down and upstairs, a large sitting room,
utility room and toilet, 2 cellars, an independent 1 bedroom apartment with bedroom, bathroom, internal
and external kitchen (with independent entrance).

Wooden and wrought iron stairs lead up to the first floor with 4 bedrooms, 2 bathrooms, a large kitchen,
another independent entrance with terrace. On the 2nd floor there are 2 bedrooms, a large sitting room
and a bathroom. There is also a very big covered garage area with space for 1 car, tool storage area, wine
making equipment and wood storage. Outside there is a small building which has the panels on the roof
and is a very useful storage area for garden furniture and equipment. The whole house is double glazed
and solid chestnut wooden shutters, windows and doors making it easy to lock up when one goes on
holiday. The present owner has built up a good network of people to assist in maintaining Domus Nova in
good condition. That’s a great advantage of living in a small town!

There are plenty of terraces, sitting areas with sails or shade from trees. Some furniture such as beds etc
will be left in the property. Gualdo Tadino is well situated for visiting Perugia, Gubbio, Assisi, Florence,
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Rome and an abundance of lovely hilltop towns. Domus Nova is at 500 metres altitude so is great for the
long extended summer. The evenings cool down and are very pleasant. Total floor size is 354 square
metres : 8 bedrooms, 5 bathrooms. Fully private property and pool. The pool is filled by a 33 metre well
on the property and is also connected to a second well if required.

The quality of life in the area and Umbria in general is very good as it doesn’t have many industries
polluting the area together. The wonderful scenery, friendly people and festivals which involve all the
local populous make it a calming place to live but not cut off from the rest of Italy. Umbria is considered
to have one of the best health care systems in Italy with alternative treatments often offered even in
hospitals.

Most families in the area have a small holding and produce vegetables, fruit and fresh meat for the
household knowing where it has all come from! A few rows of vines and some olive trees and they have
enough wine and olive oil too! Domus Nova is no exception with its vineyard, olive trees and plenty of
fruit trees and space for a vegetable garden. There’s even a hen run and all wine making equipment will
be left for use of the next owners.

Submerging yourself in nature that is all around you in Umbria benefits not only your mental health but
your whole wellbeing especially in the world that we live in. Priorities have changed after the pandemic
and living in Umbria with its very sparse population may be the right choice to make.

This fully anti-seismic house is nearly 25 years old and has been built to the highest specifications
respecting all the building laws and regulations.

Umbria is an Italian region bordering Tuscany, Lazio and Le Marche. Often called the country’s green
heart, it’s known for its medieval hill towns, dense forests and local cuisine, particularly foraged truffles
and wines. Hilltop Perugia, the regional capital, is the site of medieval Palazzo dei Priori, housing the
Galleria Nazionale dell'Umbria art museum. Pedestrianized Corso Vannucci is the focus of city life.
