Languedoc-Roussillon (often called 'the Languedoc') is a historical coastal region in southern France,
extending from Provence to the Pyrenees Mountains and the border with Spain. It’s now part of
Occitanie. The area is a major wine producer, with Vin de Pays d’Oc and sparkling Crémant de Limoux
among its best-known varieties. The regional capital, Montpellier, is home to a well-preserved medieval
quarter.

Stretching from Provence to the Pyrenees, this sultry, sun-baked territory (now part of the greater
Occitanie region) feels like a country in its own right.
