Faro

On the streets you will find many cafes and restaurants around the old town. As you move further away
from the water front, you will also find modern office and apartment blocks.

Santos, Avenida 24 de Julho and the Docks were formerly Lisbon’s port area.

The area is where there used to be old warehouses, but changed in the 1990’s. The docs are now know for
its pop and mainstream music. Here you will also find some of the best restaurants, bars and discos.

All the riverfront bars and restaurants overlook the small marina.
